DANCE

To be successful in auditioning for Dance, students are required to:

e Complete the application form

e Attend a dance class audition during the Transition Day, Term 2.

e Perform a one to two and a half minute pre-choreographed solo piece.

DRAMA
To be successful in auditioning for the Drama, students are required to:

Provide a copy of the student's most recent school reports
Perform a short monologue

Attend a drama workshop during the Transition Day, Term 2.

MUSIC
To be successful in auditioning for the Music, students are required to:

e Complete the application form

¢ Provide a copy of the student's most recent school reports

e Perform two pieces from their current repertoire of music in front of an audition panel
(accompanists are not necessary for melody instruments)

e Participate in a group performance during audition process (singing or instrumental)

e Commit to being a part of, at minimum, 1 Lisarow Music Program Ensemble appropriate for their instrument.
(Jazz Ensemble, Woodwind Ensemble, Vocal Ensemble, Guitar Ensemble)

VISUAL ARTS
To be successful in auditioning for the Visual Art, students are required to:

e Complete the application form

e Provide a copy of the student's most recent school reports

e Present an artwork based on a given stimulus, showcasing both technical and conceptual abilities
(to be submitted at the art workshop day, students may use any art materials/techniques of their
choice) * Attend an art workshop during audition during the Transition Day, Term 2. During this
time, students will be informally interviewed about their stimulus artwork.
